He did not know 
what to say; they were so frightened. And a cloud 
came, covering them in shadow; and there came a 
voice from the cloud, ‘This is my Son, the Beloved. 
Listen to him.’ Then suddenly, when they looked 
round, they saw no one with them any more but

  As they came down from the mountain he warned 
them to tell no one what they had seen, until after 

the Son of Man had risen from the dead. They 
observed the warning faithfully, though among 
themselves they discussed what ‘rising from the 

dead’ could mean.
