PROLIFE FACTS: An article was published in the 
Catholic Herald UK (28th October) entitled “The 
other side of assisted dying: what does it do to the 
doctors who perform it? “It’s based on a recent 
study focused on Canadian doctors delivering 
what is termed Medical Assistance in Dying  
(MAID), i.e., euthanasia and assisted suicide. The 
study found that some doctors reported feelings 
of power, control and gratification, mixed with  
compassion for the patient. The majority  
of doctors experienced some kind of pressure, 
from pa ents, relatives and organisational 
structures, including in “potentially inappropriate 
cases”.
